Most people think of Easter as a single day. It’s never had the commercial appeal of Christmas, and because it always
falls on Sunday, most people don’t get an additional day off from work. But for Catholics, Easter isn’t just a day, it’s a
whole season. The Easter season stretches all the way to the feast of Pentecost. Lent, which sometimes feels like it’s
stretching on forever, is actually forty days long. Easter, on the other hand, is all of fifty days long.

During the Easter Season, nature begins to show new life. The trees grow leaves; the flowers bloom, the grass and
weeds once more rise from the ground, etc... This new life reminds us of the new life that we share with Jesus.

As the new life of nature takes many forms, so does the new life in the Catholic Church. New believers will have
received the Sacrament of Baptism. Young members of the Church will receive the Sacrament of Confirmation and First
Communion. These are signs of personal spiritual growth in the Lord Jesus.

When Ascension Day arrives, Catholics will gather to share their blessed hope that one day, the glory of Jesus shall
be theirs also. On Pentecost Day, the fiftieth day, all shall give thanks for the gift of the Holy Spirit that moves every
believer to spread the Word of the Gospel.

One way the church pursues this goal of seeing God present in the world is through the reading of the Acts of the
Apostles. At Masses all through the Easter season, our usual practice of reading from the Old Testament is replaced be
reading from the Acts of the Apostles. These readings tell the story of the church’s earliest days, and the beginnings of
our faith’s spreading throughout the ancient world. These stories of heroism, controversies, persecutions and miracles all
testify to the continued presence of the Risen Christ in the world, through the lives of his disciples, and the actions of the
Holy Spirit.

All of this should be an encouragement and a sign of hope for us today. Despite war, violence, personal struggles,
and an under-performing economy, God has not abandoned us, nor left us to our own devices. The risen savior is still
with us. These 50 days of Easter ask us to reflect on his presence, and—even in the face of danger or fear—to live with

Joy.

La mayoria de las personas piensa en la Pascua como un solo dia. Nunca tuvo el atractivo comercial de la Navidad, y
dado que siempre cae en domingo, la mayoria de las personas no tienen un dia libre adicional de trabajo. Pero para los
catolicos, la Pascua no es solo un dia, es una temporada completa. La temporada de Pascua se extiende hasta la fiesta de
Pentecostés. La cuaresma, que a veces parece que se extiende para siempre, en realidad es de cuarenta dias. La Pascua,
por otro lado, dura cincuenta dias. Durante la temporada de Pascua, la naturaleza comienza a mostrar una nueva vida.
Los arboles crecen hojas; las flores florecen, la hierba y las malas hierbas una vez mas se levantan del suelo, etc. Esta
nueva vida nos recuerda la nueva vida que compartimos con Jesus.

Como la nueva vida de la naturaleza toma muchas formas, también lo hace la nueva vida en la Iglesia Catolica. Los
nuevos creyentes habran recibido el Sacramento del Bautismo. Los miembros jovenes de la Iglesia recibiran el
Sacramento de la Confirmacion y la Primera Comunion. Estos son signos de crecimiento espiritual personal en el Sefior
Jesus.

Cuando llegue el Dia de la Ascension, los catolicos se reuniran para compartir su bendita esperanza de que un dia, la
gloria de Jesus sea también suya. El dia de Pentecostés, el quincuagésimo dia, todos daran gracias por el don del Espiritu
Santo que mueve a cada creyente a difundir la Palabra del Evangelio.

Una forma en que la iglesia persigue este objetivo de ver a Dios presente en el mundo es a través de la lectura de los
