The key idea in the Gospel and the Second Reading this week is turning from darkness to light, as symbolized in the
healing of the man born blind. For example, examination of conscience, especially in the light of God's Word, leads to
enlightenment, and thus enables people to do as St. Paul says, “Try to discover what the Lord wants of you, having
nothing to do with the futile works of darkness."

The Gospel today tells the story of the healing of the man born blind. The story does not end with his healing, but
rather it continues with the arguments about what really happened and who Jesus is, the one who healed him. We call
Christ “The Light of the World” and look to him for the truth we need to really understand the world, ourselves and
God. We need to confess our blindness and have some humility before God if we are to be enlightened by Jesus, and
not to be like the Pharisees in the story who refuse to accept the truth.

The foundation of the story is two fold: a miracle story in which blindness is cured, and the saying, “I am the Light of
the World”. The miracle is a sign of the truth of the saying and the judging effect of the light is brought out. Jesus acts
on his own initiative. When the man worships him it shows that he has received spiritual as well as physical sight.

This chapter expresses vividly John’s conception of Jesus’ work. On the one hand, he is the giver of unprecedented
benefits to humanity. On the other hand, the people are not aware of their own need, and cling to the inadequate light of
the Old Testament and are too proud to relinquish it. The effect of the true light is to blind them, since they close their
eyes to it. Their sin abides precisely because they are so confident of their righteousness.

In the Gospel story there seem to be three groups of people unable to see. First the disciples: even though they have
been in Jesus’ company for a long time, they still shared the assumptions of their society about the causes of sickness
and handicap — that it is punishment for sin, either their own or someone else’s. Therefore people who were afflicted in
such a way were often treated with contempt, because it was seen as their own fault.

Jesus says that it was nobody’s sin, but so that God’s glory could be seen in his cure. There is an important lesson even
in the introduction to the story — a Christian’s attitude to suffering is not to wonder where it comes from, but to take
action to alleviate it.

Secondly, the man who is healed by Jesus. He becomes an unlikely ambassador for Jesus, as was the woman at the well
from last week, but both are effective. Both are touched in their weakness and moved to strength; both are rejected by
their society but welcomed by Jesus. There is a progressive cure of his spiritual blindness, as he says of Jesus,

The man called Jesus

He is a prophet

If this man were not from God

Lord I believe

Third group: in contrast to his enlightenment, there is a blindness in the Pharisees. They claimed to know God’s Word
and God’s Law, so Jesus condemns their blindness as worse. They find every reason not to believe what their eyes are
telling them: perhaps this wasn’t the man, perhaps he wasn’t born blind.

Therefore, in the Scrutiny: the Elect have already been enlightened to some degree; Lent is a time when this is
intensified for them, and also for us who are already Catholics. We still need to be enlightened, and to grow in God’s
truth. Like the other Scrutinies, there is an important teaching about who Jesus is: “I am the light of the world.” It also
looks forward to the enlightenment celebrated in Easter and baptism.

Has Jesus Been Calling You to Spend Time With Him?

For any relationship to thrive, continue to grow, and deepen, we must share ourselves through time spent together and
through conversation. Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament at St. Vincent de Paul is your opportunity, on a daily basis, to
be with Jesus.

In adoration of the Blessed Sacrament we answer the call from the Lord to adore His Real Presence in the Eucha-
rist. We join a line of people that stretches through the centuries, from the stable in Bethlehem in the company of the
Angels, shepherds, and Magi — through all of history to this day. This mystical union of ages and adoring souls has sus-
tained the very heart of the Church.

Adoration is the giving of your time to the Lord, and for such a commitment, graces and blessings will be bestowed on
you and your loved ones — in this life and the next. Adoration will also strengthen our parish family, and help us to stay
focused on the important events in our journey through life.

| am new to adoration and am finding it somewhat awkward to fill the hour without becoming distracted. What can |
do to remain focused? To help regain your focus when you find your mind drifting away from your conversation with
or contemplation of Jesus you can:

t Pray arosary or Chaplet or the Liturgy of the Hours.

t Read and pray about Scripture or spiritual reading.

t Pray for: The intentions of the Pope, The Pope, The Church, Our Priests, our Parish, our Youth and Youth

Programs, Vocations, The Right to Life, The Family - and any concerns you have.

La idea clave del evangelio y la segunda lectura de esta semana es, pasar de la oscuridad a la luz, como lo simboliza la
sanacion del hombre que nacio6 ciego. Por ejemplo, examinar la conciencia, especialmente a la luz de la palabra de
Dios, que nos lleva a la iluminacion y esto permite a las personas hacer como dice San Pablo, "trata de descubrir lo que
el Sefior quiere de ti, no teniendo nada que ver con los trabajos futiles de la oscuridad."”

El evangelio de hoy nos cuenta la historia de la sanacion del hombre que nacié ciego. La historia no acaba con la
sanacion, si no que continta con los argumentos sobre qué fue lo que realmente paso y sobre quién es Jesus, el que lo
curo. Llamamos a Cristo "la luz del mundo" y nos fijamos en el para poder comprender al mundo, a nosotros y a Dios.
Necesitamos confesar nuestra ceguera y tener humildad ante Dios, Si queremos ser iluminados por Jesus, y no ser
como los fariseos en esta historia, que se niegan a ver la verdad.

La fundacion de la historia es doble: una historia milagrosa en donde el ciego es sanado y también el decir "yo soy la
Luz del mundo” el milagro es una sefial de la verdad de ese decir, y el efecto de juzgar sale a la luz. Jesus actiia por su
propia iniciativa. Cuando el hombre lo adora demuestra que ha recibido tanto la Luz fisica como la espiritual. Este
capitulo expresa vivamente la concepcion de Juan sobre el trabajo de Jests.

Por un lado ¢l es el dador sin beneficios precedentes a la humanidad, por el otro lado las personas no estan conscientes
de sus propias necesidades y se aferran a la Luz inadecuada del antiguo testamento y son demasiado orgullosos para
renunciar a ella. El efecto de la verdadera luz, es dejarlos ciegos porque ellos cierran los ojos. Su pecado permanece
porque ellos son demasiado confidentes en su justicia. En la historia del evangelio parecen haber tres grupos de
personas que no pueden ver. Primero los discipulos, que han estado en compafiia de Jestis por mucho tiempo, y aun asi
comparten las supuestas causas de enfermedad e incapacidad que tiene la sociedad y piensan que son castigos por
pecados ya sea de ellos o de alguien mas. Por lo tanto las personas que eran afectadas de esta manera, eran tratadas con
desprecio, porque eran vistas como culpables.

Jests dijo que no era pecado de nadie, pero que era para poder ver la gloria de Dios al sanarlos. Hay una importante
leccion aun en la introduccion de la historia— la actitud cristiana en el sufrimiento no es preguntarse de donde viene,
pero en tomar accion en aliviarla.

Segundo: el hombre que es sanado por Jesus, pasa a ser un improbable embajador de Jesus, como lo fue la mujer en el
pozo de la semana pasada, pero ambos son efectivos, ambos son tocados en su debilidad y movidos en fuerza; ambos
son despreciados por la sociedad, pero recibidos por Jesus, hay una cura progresiva de su ceguera espiritual, como €l
dijo de Jesus.

1-El hombre llamado Jesus

2-El profeta

3-Si este hombre no fuera de Dios
4-Sefior yo creo

Tercer grupo: en contraste con esta iluminacion hay una ceguera en los fariseos. Ellos dicen conocer la palabra y las
leyes de Dios, asi que Jests condena su ceguera como la peor. Ellos encuentran toda clase de razones para no creer lo
que sus ojos les dicen: quizas este no era el hombre, quizas no nacio ciego.

Por lo tanto en el escrutinio los elegidos ya han sido iluminados hasta cierto punto; la cuaresma es el tiempo cuando
esto se intensifica para ellos. Y para nosotros los ya catélicos, todavia necesitamos crecer en la verdad de Dios. Como
en los otros escrutinios hay una ensefianza importante sobre quién es Jesus. "Yo soy la Luz del mundo" también nos
hace esperar con ansias, la iluminacion celebrada en el bautismo de la pascua.

A reading from the holy Gospel according to John
JIN 9:1-41

As Jesus passed by he saw a man blind from birth. His disciples asked him, “Rabbi, who sinned, this man or his
parents, that he was born blind?” Jesus answered, “Neither he nor his parents sinned; it is so that the works of God
might be made visible through him. We have to do the works of the one who sent me while it is day. Night is coming
when no one can work. While I am in the world, I am the light of the world.” When he had said this, he spat on the
ground and made clay with the saliva, and smeared the clay on his eyes, and said to him, “Go wash in the Pool of
Siloam” —which means Sent—. So he went and washed, and came back able to see.

His neighbors and those who had seen him earlier as a beggar said, “Isn’t this the one who used to sit and beg?” Some
said, “It is, “ but others said, “No, he just looks like him.” He said, “I am.” So they said to him, “How were your eyes
opened?” He replied, “The man called Jesus made clay and anointed my eyes and told me, ‘Go to Siloam and wash.” So
I went there and washed and was able to see.” And they said to him, “Where is he?”

He said, “I don’t know.”

They brought the one who was once blind to the Pharisees. Now Jesus had made clay and opened his eyes on a sabbath.
So then the Pharisees also asked him how he was able to see. He said to them, “He put clay on my eyes, and [ washed,
and now I can see.” So some of the Pharisees said, “This man is not from God, because he does not keep the sabbath.”
But others said, “How can a sinful man do such signs?”” And there was a division among them. So they said to the blind
man again, “What do you have to say about him, since he opened your eyes?” He said, “He is a prophet.”

Now the Jews did not believe that he had been blind and gained his sight until they summoned the parents of the one
who had gained his sight. They asked them, “Is this your son, who you say was born blind? How does he now see?”” His
parents answered and said, “We know that this is our son and that he was born blind. We do not know how he sees
now, nor do we know who opened his eyes. Ask him, he is of age; he can speak for himself.” His parents said this
because they were afraid of the Jews, for the Jews had already agreed that if anyone acknowledged him as the Christ, he
would be expelled from the synagogue. For this reason his parents said, “He is of age; question him.”

So a second time they called the man who had been blind and said to him, “Give God the praise! We know that this
man is a sinner.” He replied, “If he is a sinner, I do not know. One thing I do know is that I was blind and now I see.”
So they said to him, “What did he do to you? How did he open your eyes?” He answered them, “I told you already and
you did not listen. Why do you want to hear it again?

Do you want to become his disciples, too?” They ridiculed him and said, “You are that man’s disciple; we are disciples
of Moses! We know that God spoke to Moses, but we do not know where this one is from.” The man answered and said
to them, “This is what is so amazing, that you do not know where he is from, yet he opened my eyes. We know that
God does not listen to sinners, but if one is devout and does his will, he listens to him. It is unheard of that anyone ever
opened the eyes of a person born blind. If this man were not from God, he would not be able to do anything.” They
answered and said to him, “You were born totally in sin, and are you trying to teach us?” Then they threw him out.

When Jesus heard that they had thrown him out, he found him and said, "Do you believe in the Son of Man?”” He an-
swered and said, “Who is he, sir, that [ may believe in him?” Jesus said to him, “You have seen him, the one speaking
with you is he.” He said, “I do believe, Lord,” and he worshiped him. Then Jesus said, “I came into this world for
judgment, so that those who do not see might see, and those who do see might become blind.”

Some of the Pharisees who were with him heard this and said to him, “Surely we are not also blind, are we?” Jesus said
to them, “If you were blind, you would have no sin; but now you are saying, ‘We see,” so your sin remains.

Llamaron, pues, a sus
padres y les preguntaron: ";Es éste su hijo, del que ustedes dicen que nacio6 ciego? ;Coémo es que ahora ver: Sus padres
contestaron: "Sabemos que éste es nuestro hijo y que nacid ciego. Como es que ahora ve o quién le haya dado la vista,
no lo sabemos.
