We have a new normal and
know in the past we gathered, honored, prayed and celebrated the Feast Day of
Jesus’s most sacred heart.

Our new normal will include the Renewal of the Covenant to the Sacred Heart,
St.  Vincent de Paul Parishioners Enthroned our Church Family, June 30,
2000.
